Many Apprentices will have 
accessed the VLE during 
the first few weeks of their 
Apprenticeship to undertake the 
Initial Assessment and Diagnostic 
tests. The VLE system has been 
enhanced further in recent 
months to include electronic 
individual learning plans (e-ILP), 
reviews (e-Reviews) and tracking 

(e-Tracking). These systems have 
been successfully implemented 
with 10 football clubs utilising 
the e-Review system for the 
last phase of NVQ reviews 
during August and September. 
LFE now plan to roll out the 
e-Review system to all clubs and 
education providers before the 
end of this academic year.

Last years League 
and Cup double 

winners Hull City 
will be looking 
to defend their 
crown but there’s 
everything to play 
for at this early 
stage of the season.

Do you have what it takes to 
be a successful Professional?
Whether you’re 30 years old or have just joined as 
an Apprentice, the same rules apply. Listen, Learn, 
Reflect and most importantly understand what 
you’re being taught. 

All too often I encounter Apprentices who 
complain about their club, the coach, the training 
etc. Well it’s actually like that all over the country! 
It can be mentally, physically and technically 
demanding. Its not easy!

So how can you make the most of your 2 years?  
I believe the key aspect is understanding the role 
of the coach. What are they trying to do for you 
as an individual and as a part of a team? How do 
they extract a performance and get you in the 
right frame of mind to play, to overcome injury,  
to conquer defeat? What problems do they face  
in trying to do this?

When we deliver the Level 2 Coaching Award, 
there are common trends that are apparent,  
such as players who are predominantly one 
footed, good at attacking but cannot defend, 
good goalkeepers but no idea of the game  
outside the penalty area. 

The course highlights weaknesses in you as players 
but also shows you how to design practices to 
improve those aspects of your game. But how 
many players actually go away and spend extra 
time putting in this practice with their teammates? 
It can be tough at times dealing with your peers 
but I did my first coaching qualification at the 
age of 19 with some well-known internationals. 
Coaching them was tough but I survived.

The experience made me more confident and 
helped me understand the role of a coach. 
The coach’s role is to give every individual the 
maximum opportunity to develop and fulfil his 
potential. On the Level 2 course we ask you to 
do that and show us your knowledge of how, 
why, where and when to do something.  
We want detail and understanding. 

Mourinho expects his players to understand a 
triangle of positions on the pitch.

Sir Alex, likewise, expects his ‘flexible’ forwards 
to use space and exploit space with their fluent 
attacking system.

This modern approach and the ever-changing 
formations mean you have to be as savvy as 
ever. So a key message is – understand your 
role, the game and your responsibility. Never be 
afraid to learn and be open to learning. If you 
don’t understand, ASK! Apply yourself 100% in 
what you do and you’ll go far.

Having joined the Blues as a 9 year 
old Pearce has risen through the ranks 
and following his progression on to 
the ASE programme was singled out 
by Academy manager Terry Westley as, 
“the one name that does stand out in 
terms of what he has achieved on the 
pitch as well as with his education” 
when he was chosen as Academy Player 
of the Season for 2006–07.

During the first year of his 
Apprenticeship, Pearce captained City’s 
U-18 side and featured frequently in a 
Reserve team, which won their division 
of the Pontin’s Holidays Reserve League.  
Rewarded by a call up to the England 
U-17 squad for the 2007 FIFA U-17 
World Cup in South Korea, he became 
a mainstay of the side that reached the 
quarter finals.

Last season Pearce enjoyed loan spells 
at both Notts County and Port Vale 

and despite his ever increasing football 
commitments he was able to maintain 
his progress on the educational  
aspects of ASE. 

Birmingham City’s Football Education 
Officer Richard Beale was always on 
hand to assist Pearce but believes the 
success of the player is down to his 
commitment and hard work:

“Krystian displayed the necessary 
dedication to his work particularly 
while he was away on loan at other 
clubs. He would often return to St 
Andrews to catch up on his BTEC 
work by himself to ensure that he 
gained the qualification. In addition he 
would come across to the Academy at 
night and coach some of the 9 – 16 
age groups to pass on his knowledge 
to the youngsters while at the same 
time completing the portfolio for the 
Coaching Certificate. To do this when 

you’ve started playing regular league 
football shows tremendous dedication 
and he can only be commended  
for his efforts”.

Indeed it seems that nothing can go 
wrong for the talented defender, 
loaned out to Scunthorpe in August 
by Blues boss Alex Mcleish, his arrival 
at Glanford Park coincided with a 
remarkable winning streak that has 
seen the Irons climb to the summit of 
League One and Pearce is happy with 
his progress this term;

“I’ve had a really eventful two years as 
first an Apprentice and then a Pro and I 
feel well prepared from the grounding 
I’ve had to hopefully do well while 
I’m on loan here at Scunthorpe and 
in doing that be able to impress Alex 
Mcleish enough to get myself in the 
first team picture at St Andrews”.

Krystian Pearce joined Birmingham 
City as an Apprentice in the summer 
of 2006 and successfully completed 
the ASE programme this summer 
despite fitting in loan spells at 
both Notts County and Port Vale 
last season and a World Cup U-17 
campaign with England, where the 
young defender was earmarked as 
one for the future by national team 
manager Brian Eastwick.

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Set up in 2006 to provide 
clubs with an opportunity 
to invest in the delivery 
and support of the ASE 
programme the fund will 
once again be in operation 
during the 2008 – 09 season.
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Born in Grimsby in 1960 Paul 
aspired to be a Professional 
Footballer from an early age  
and when aged 15 he  
left school to sign for Derby 
County as an Apprentice.
Working his way through the Rams Youth and 
Reserve sides he made his first team debut 
in 1977 aged 17 against Coventry City. He 
continued to feature in a squad that contained 
star names such as Colin Todd, Roy Mcpharland 
and Leighton James, until injury curtailed his 
career in 1982. Still with fond memories of his 
time at the Baseball Ground, Paul believes it 
nurtured his love of the game:

“There were so many great characters at the 
club that made being at Derby such a special 
time for me. The camaraderie and the ties  
I made with fellow players, staff and fans  
was unbelievable.”

Out of football and in his early twenties Paul 
quickly turned his attention back to education 
realising that he would need to succeed 
academically to enhance his career away  

from football. After spending 2 years 
undertaking A Level qualifications he moved 
into the leisure industry eventually heading up a 
marketing and project development initiative. 

During this time Paul continued his professional 
development and gained a degree in Economics 
which led him down a new career pathway 
into mainstream education. He went on to 
spend six years lecturing in the Business School 
at The Grimsby Institute when an opportunity 
arose to take up a position at Ipswich Town as 
the clubs Head of Education. Four years later 
and Paul was on the move again, joining LFE 
as a Regional officer. As a Regional Officer Paul 
engages with Apprentices to ensure that they 
achieve a successful outcome from their time 
at the club, whether that is a pro contract, 
employment or university place. 

“It’s hugely rewarding to 
go into a club and see the 
boys laughing and enjoying 
themselves, understanding 
what it means to them to be 
part of a club.”

Paul encourages all his Apprentices to work 
hard and maximise the opportunities available 
to them, taking great satisfaction in seeing 
them do well be it playing for the 1st team or 
pursuing secondary aims away from football. 

‘I firmly believe that creating a mind set of 
pushing yourself in whatever you do will help 
in the quest for a professional contract and 
achieving academic success. The two years go 
by in the blink of an eye so apply full  
effort from day one.’

Paul believes that there are some great role 
models within the game that apprentices should 
look up to and cites  Steven Gerrard and Paul 
Scholes as being shining examples. 

Outside of football Paul’s interests lie with other 
sporting activities including golf and tennis, 
while his children William (14) and Eleanor (12) 
keep him on his toes.

Ashley Young’s football 
career has quickly 
gained momentum 
following his time on 
the ASE programme. 
The 18 year old signed a 
professional contract at Scottish 
Premier League side Falkirk FC, in 
the summer following his release by 
League Two Bury. 

The Manchester born midfielder 
completed the first year of his 
Apprenticeship with Burnley before 
completing his second year at Bury 
before the Bairns swooped to take 
him north of the border.
Falkirk’s Head of Youth Eddie May, 
has been happy with what he’s 
seen so far from the Mancunian 
youngster:
“He is tidy on the ball and reads the 
game well; I have been impressed 
with the game maturity that he has 
shown and think he could have a 
bright future here”
Despite the attractiveness of a 
potential career in the game Ashley 
was also able to achieve a full 
Apprenticeship framework while 
on ASE and believes that his BTEC 

National Certificate in Sport, NVQ 
and Level 2 Coaching certificate 
would have provided him with the 
perfect back up had he not secured 
a contract at Falkirk. 
“When I was at Bury I actually 
received Bury College’s Outstanding 
Student of the Month Award which 
I think shows exactly what I think of 
education and how it might support 
me in the future. I’ve been incredibly 
lucky in that I’ve managed to get a 
contract but I realise that playing 
football won’t always be my full-
time career, therefore it’s vital to 
have a contingency plan in place. 
The qualifications I gained as an 
Apprentice will be carried forward 
and used when I need them.”
“Not everyone makes it as a 
footballer and there is still a risk 
of a career ending injury for those 
lucky enough to play for a living - 
ensuring you plan for a life beyond 
the pitch is hugely important.”

Sheffield 
Wednesday’s 
partnership with 
Dearne Valley 
College continues to 
provide impressive 
results, following 
their perfect 100% 
framework success 
in 2007. The Owls 
look set to go close 
to that figure again 
when framework 
results are released 
for the 2008 cohort.

Wednesday’s Mark 
Beevers picked up last 
season’s Championship 
Apprentice of the Year 
Gong which reflects not 
only excellence on the 
pitch but also academic 
aptitude and hard work 
while fellow ASE graduate 
Tommy Spurr has also 
progressed to become an 
integral part of the first 
team at Hillsborough.
With the education and 
football programme 
working in tandem to 
produce better players 
and well rounded young 
men, the club has also 
moved to develop a 
programme for their 
14 –16 year old players 
with their year 10 and 
11 cohort of students 
undertaking a BTEC 1st 
Diploma in Sport. 
The course, delivered at 
the Clubs Middlewood 
Road training complex 

offers the youngsters the 
opportunity to gain a 
qualification, which is 
equivalent to 4 GCSE’s 
(grades A* to C).
This prepares 
Wednesdays  
youngsters for their 
potential transition on 
to the ASE programme, 
which is welcomed by 
Academy Manager 
 Sean McAuley who 
believes this initiative 
provides the Owls with  
a win-win scenario.
“The benefits are there 
for all to see; we are able 
to bring the lads into the 
body of the club so that 
when they join us as full 
time Apprentices they 
immediately feel at ease 
and fully integrated into 
the ways of the club. 

We get the opportunity to 
work with the players on 
a Tuesday evening and 
on a Wednesday during 
the day obviously helping 
us to improve them as 
players. We also start to 
engrain the education 
and football balance and 
commitment that we’ll 
expect from them when 
they sign as Apprentices 
and by doing this 
we’re hopeful that we’ll 
continue to produce 
players of the calibre of 
Mark Beevers.”
